
Brief Summary for SAS 9.1.3 Installers/Network Administrators
SAS 9.1.3 (TS1M3) Foundation for Microsoft Windows
“SAS Foundation” is a relatively new name that describes a mix of Base SAS and a variety of server-side SAS products. Installing SAS includes installing SAS Foundation and then any other products required on other tiers.


The SAS 9.1.3 Foundation layer (also referred to as SAS 9.1.3) consists of SAS products like

Base SAS, SAS/STAT, SAS/ACCESS Interface to PC Files, SAS/ACCESS Interface to DB2, SAS/ACCESS to ORACLE, SAS/INSIGHT, SAS/GRAPH, SAS/IML, SAS/CONNECT, and others in the SAS product line that deliver the data processing and statistical and analytical power of SAS.

In SAS 9.1.3 Foundation, the System Requirements and the installation guides are available in online form, please visit the SAS Install Center Web site, located at: http://support.sas.com/installcenter
From the Install Center page, click on the Microsoft Windows. Under SAS 9.1.3, you will find links to three types of kits. Most SAS installations use a Basic Installation Edition Kit.
Before you begin the installation

Administrator Privilege required

1.
An individual or end-user installer must have administrator privilege. This requirement ensures that SAS 9.1.3 Foundation can be completely and safely installed.
Close the anti-virus or firewall software
2.
Before you start the installation, it is recommended that you close your anti-virus and firewall software. Some anti-virus and/or firewall configurations can prevent an application from installing successfully.
If you are unable to close the anti-virus or firewall software, make sure that your configuration allows you to install software and to update the registry. If your SAS installation fails and you have mandatory anti-virus or firewall software running, please check with your local IC desktop technical support.

Updating SAS Installation - Must have only one SAS 9.1 release on PC

Should you have a Pre-Production of SAS 9.1.3 Software installed you must uninstall it.

In the case of Personal installation, there can be only one SAS 9.1 release (SAS 9.1, SAS 9.1.2 or SAS 9.1.3) installed per PC. It is not possible to maintain your current SAS 9.x software on the same computer with your new SAS 9.1.3 software.


When this new software (SAS 9.1.3) is installed, SAS Setup recognizes if required updates are needed. The Select Components window in SAS Setup displays a list of all the products that are licensed. If any of these products require an update, their respective names cannot be deselected. In any type of SAS software update, SAS Setup will NOT allow you to deselect the name of a SAS product for which an update is required. In addition, certain windows in SAS Setup are skipped during an update, since Setup expects that an update will use the established locations for data and temporary files.


During an update the permanent SAS Libraries from SAS 9.1.2 or SAS 9.1 are not touched.

When you install SAS 9.1.3 to a system that already has 9.1 or 9.1.2 the Setup program will recognize SAS and ask if you want to upgrade it. You will either have to upgrade or if you say no, the setup process will stop. The upgrade does not touch the SAS user’s profile catalogs or the regstry.sas7bitm file

SAS Installation Data (SID)

SAS Setup will ask for your SAS Installation Data (SID). The installation program uses the installation information and the SETINIT in the SAS Installation Data to install licensed software to your PC. The SAS Installation Data (SID) (i.e. a .txt file) is e-mailed to your local IC iSDP technical representative(s). For network administrators, managing software deployment to multiple computers is an increasingly challenging task. End users often have varying needs. While some users may be capable of installing the software interactively, other may not.

As the number of machines increases, so does the desire to keep software installations consistent and manageable. Often, you may not have easy access to end user computers, or it may be too inefficient to install the software independently on each machine.

Additionally, these computers may require operating system updates, which in turn may require several reboots before the installation process for SAS software even begins. To avoid interrupting users, you may need to install the software when the user is not using the machine.

Two starting points for deployment of Windows SAS

1.
Install SAS 9.1.3 Foundation in its simplest form
To install SAS 9.1.3 Foundation interactively and in its simplest form, the administrator or end user can run the installation from the SAS Setup Disk. The SAS AutoPlay is launched when you insert the SAS Setup Disk. At that instance the SAS Software Navigator automatically launches from the SAS Setup Disk. This instance of the SAS Software Navigator is limited to just the SAS Foundation software. If the SAS Software Navigator does not launch, then use setup.exe from the root of the CD.

SAS Software Depot (SSD) - Deploy the SAS 9.1.3 Foundation in a multi-machine environment
As network administrator, you will be interested in the Administrator Guide for SAS 9.1.3 Foundation for Microsoft Windows and the User’s Guide for SAS Software Navigator included in Section 801, “Deployment Tools Media”. http://support.sas.com/documentation/installcenter/
SAS Software Depot (SSD) is an online repository of all CDs. It is simply a network copy of some or all the CDs. 

The SAS Software Depot, created by using the SAS Software Navigator, can be used to install your software from any computer without having to reload the CDs, thus saving you time for each installation. The SAS Software Navigator will prompt you to create a SAS Software Depot, but a SAS Software Depot is not required to complete a software deployment. However, creation of a SAS Software Depot is strongly recommended if you are performing deployment to multiple computers. It is desirable in a multi-machine environment because you load the software on a network drive and access it from all the machines in your deployment.
